Climate change refers to long-term shifts in
temperature and weather patterns, primarily
‘driven by human activities since the 1800s,
notably the burning of fossil fuels.
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INTRODUCTION TO CLINLATE
CHANGE

+ It impacts human health, ecosystems, and economies, with
consequences like extreme weather events, rising sea levels,
and food and water insecurity.

1. Greenhouse effect - These gases trap heat, leading to a
warming effect on the planet.

2. Human influence - While natural climate variations have
always occurred, human activities, particularly since the

Industrial Revolution.

2. Food and water insecurity - Changes in rainfall patterns and
increased drought frequency can lead to water shortages.

. Social and political instability- Climate change can exacerbate
existing social and political tensions, potentially leading to
increased migration and conflict.

® Global Temperature Rise: The Earth’s average
surface temperature has increased by
approximately 1.1°C (2°F) since the late 19th
century.

©® CO2 Levels: Atmospheric CO2 concentrations
are currently 50% higher than pre-industrial
levels.

© Key Indicators: Concentrations of other
greenhouse gases, like methane and nitrous
oxide, have also reached record levelsin 2022.
