ROM is typically 
used in devices like computers, smartphones, and gaming consoles, where the 
need for stable, unchangeable code is essential to maintaining system 
functionality. Its reliability ensures that essential operations, like booting up a 
computer or initializing hardware components, occur smoothly without external 
data input.
