Why do we used CSS Table?
· We use tables in CSS to style HTML tables and make them look better with colors, borders, and spacing.
· CSS helps in aligning table content properly for better readability.
· It can also create table-like layouts using display: table without using actual HTML tables.
· This makes web page design more flexible and visually appealing.

Table Properties

Table properties in CSS are used to style and control the appearance of HTML tables. These properties help you design tables by adjusting borders, spacing, alignment, background, and layout.

Table Properties

Why do we use Table Properties in CSS?
We use table properties in CSS to:

· Improve the look of tables by adding borders, colors, spacing, etc.

· Control layout and size of tables and cells (like width, height, padding).

· Align text inside cells properly (horizontally and vertically).

· Make tables responsive and readable on all devices.

Navigation Bar
In CSS (Cascading Style Sheets), navigation bars—often called navbars—are horizontal or vertical menus used on websites to help users navigate between different pages or sections. They're usually built with HTML and styled with CSS to control their appearance and behavior.
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Vertical Navbar
A vertical navbar is a navigation menu where the links are stacked top to bottom (vertically), usually aligned on the left or right side of a webpage. It's commonly used in dashboards, side menus, and admin panels.
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Horizontal Navbar 

A horizontal navbar displays the menu links side by side (left to right) across the top of the webpage. It usually appears at the top of the screen and helps users navigate between different sections or pages.
