It is a software or tool that helps you create, manage, and update website 
content easily — even if you don’t know how to code. 
With a CMS, you can: 
• Build a website, 
• Add or edit text, images, and videos, 
• Publish blog posts, 
• Update pages — all through a simple dashboard. 
 
In Simple Words: 
A CMS is like the control panel of a website where you can log in and make 
changes without needing a web developer. 
 
Example: 
Imagine you have a bakery website. 
Using a CMS, you can: 
• Upload pictures of new cakes, 
• Edit your “About Us” page, 
• Add new offers, 
—all by yourself, without writing code. 
 
Why Use a CMS? 
• No coding skills required — easy to use. 
• Faster website updates — you can make instant changes. 
• Supports teamwork — multiple people can work on the same site. 
• SEO-friendly — helps optimize pages for Google. 
• Plugins and themes — add features and change design easily.
